What about the information stored on the hard 
drive of my computer? Do I need to remove the 
hard drive ? No. Creative Recycling’s standard 
operating procedure is to either sanitize or  
destroy all media containing devices in your 
computer. 
 

What happens to the computers and other items 
that are brought to the collection? All electronics 
are processed via Creative Recycling’s industry 
leading e-scrap process which has been  
featured in National Geographic.

You 
may bring cables or power cords but it  is not 
required.

1. Depending on the weather and volume of  
traffic, there may be a brief wait in line. 
2. A collection official will greet you and ask a 
few survey questions– proof of residency may 
be required 
3. Next, you’ll be directed to the work area so 
that your items can be unloaded.  Please stay  
in your vehicle unless asked to step out to open 
your trunk.
