What is VPPSA?

VPPSA is a regional governmental agency,
dedicated to helping communities solve their
solid waste management needs. We serve ten
member communities.

Who provides the recycling service?
The contractor for the program is Tidewater
Fibre Corp (TFC). VPPSA coordinates the
program for the region.

Why do | have to put my bin out so
early? Each recycling collector serves around
2,000 households daily. Collection routes &
times may change from week to week. If your
properly prepared bin is out by 7 AM, it will be
collected.

What happens if | put something
nonrecycable in my bin?

The collector will leave it along with a tag
explaining why the material was rejected.

What holidays affect my recycling
service? 4th of July, Thanksgiving Day,
Christmas Day, and N e Bayarether 0
only holidays that are not recycling days.
Check the Daily Press or your local newspaper
for the holiday recycling schedule in your
community. The holiday schedule is also

What happens to my recyclables?

They are taken to a processing facility in
Chesapeake where they are processed and
shipped to factories throughout the U.S. and the
world.

Place bins within 3 ft of the street by 7 AM the
morning of your collection day for service.

Extra recyclables should be placed in a paper
bag or an open container next to your recycling bin.

Please...No Plastic Bags!! Plastic bags are
not marketable and will interfere with the sorting
process.

Mat erials can be mixed i
Paper products and containers can all be placed in

the bin without separation. Materials will be sorted

at the processing facility.

Try to keep paper and
It will still be collected if it gets wet.

Plastic Jugs & Bottles with a #1 or #2 in the
recycling triangle on the bottom of the
container are recyclable...motor oil, other
automotive fluid bottles, and pesticide bottles
cannot be recycled. Plastic jugs with a #7 in the
recycling triangle on the bottom of the container
are not recyclable.
